i i i A ial education student is granted the
same rights and is subject to the same rules as a non-disabled student. However,
special education students should be recognized as having a disability before
discipline is imposed on them. Before imposing long-term suspension or
expulsion upon a disabled student, the school principal and special education staff
who have knowledge of the student’s disability must determine if there is a causal
relationship between the disability and the misconduct. If the school principal
finds it necessary to suspend or expel a student with a disability the district shall
inform the parent that the expulsion will constitute a change of placement and
that the-parent has the right to request a due process hearing in the event the
parent disagrees with the proposed change. If the parent appeals the
action, the district will continue to provide educational services during the appeal
process. It is the intent of the district to make a good faith effort to provide a full
range of educational services within an appropriate placement in the least
- restrictive environment.
